Tânishii – hello/how

â – as in apple – eg. Lapwâl – stove

a – as in umbrella – eg. Api – sit

ê – as in may – êkwa – or closer to long ee at 

end of word like nâpêw – man

î – as in bee – sîsîp – duck

ô – as in moo – ôhô – owl

o – a s in book – oskan – bone

ô – as in octopus – l’dôrri – walleye

c – as in mitts – cîskwa – wait

rr – as in a rolling R sound – larrâtô – rake

ñ – as in nasal n sound – Ípañ – bread

**Every other sound is similar to English sounds
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
